It opens with a selection·of the papers presented at the CAANS/ACAEN conference 
hosted by the Montreal chapter in October 1981 (Lowensteyn, Vermeirre, Jackson), 
preceded by an. editorial by Jan Lobelle. The cover of this issue is a detail from the seal 
used as the motif of the conference, and the list of acknowledgements inside our back 
cover also refers to that meeting. We add also a talk given in Montreal on a different oc­
casion by Roland Willemyns. We thank Jan Lobellefor gathering this material, and we· are 
most grateful to the Montreal chapter for a generous gift towards publication of this issue. In 
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addition, it contains four papers from the Learned Societies conference in Ottawa in May 
1982 (Wilmots, Wakefield, O'Alquen, Louise Vanhee-Nelson), plus an appreciation by 
Basil Kingstone of the poem translated by five hands and scheduled for discussion at that 
meeting. 

Then follow three papers from the conference held at Waterloo in November 1982 
(Bakker, Zweers, van den Hoven). Again, we thank the Waterloo chapter for pledging 
financial support to help publish this issue. It also includes two papers given by David 
Marley at meetings before even the Montreal one, which have unaccountably not yet 
been published. They are followed by a most interesting article by Maureen Covell on 
Belgian federallism, two short stories, and, lastly, four reviews.
