Earle 
Waugh introduced us to the controversial missionary Rogier Vandersteene in a paper he gave at 
the CAANS conference at the University of Alberta in 2000; he has done much research on 
Vandersteene, and has also edited a monumental English-Cree Cree-English dictionary.

Cette fois encore, nous avons vise une diversite de sujets et puise dans diverses sources. Earle 
Waugh nous a presente Ie missionnaire controverse Rogier Vandersteene lors du congres de 
l' ACAEN tenu a I'University of Alberta en 2000; c'est un chercheur chevronne pour ce qui est 
de Vandersteene et des Cris (il est l'editeur d'un dictionnaire massifanglais-cri cri-anglais). 
Christian Roy, pour sa part, a presente sa communication a notre congres tenu a l'Universite 
Laval en 2001; il n'en est pas a sa premiere communication et article sur la philosophie politique 
en France des annees 30, epoque ou on cherchait des remedes aux maux de la democratie a 
droite et a gauche, et ou quelques-uns ont meme change de bord sans sembler s'en apercevoir. 
Le troisieme article est inedit. Nous n'avons presque jamais rien publie sur la litterature 
afrikaans, et nous sommes enchantes de ce contact avec un continent si longtemps disparu de nos 
cartes - surtout etant donne la longue experience de I' auteur dans ce domaine. Le numero 
contient egalement trois comptes rendus, dont un - encore une nouveaute pour nous, je crois - qui 
est collectif.
